Great Idea from Stacey Greener, Thank you Stacey you Rock~
Gayle,
 I just wanted to tell you about something I did on Monday that generated some sales for me and 2 bookings!
A friend of mine is a girl scout leader and she called to ask me to speak at her meeting (she has 5th graders) about body care for a badge they were doing. We decided to do a little peppermint foot soak with the girls and their moms, so I had around 20 in tubs for this.
I set up my display as normal, showing collections from each of the 4 parties we do. I made up some cards with what I wanted to say and touch on…I had them start by introducing themselves and complimenting the person on their right’s appearance which brought in our CV of activate self-esteem and challenged them to build people up with their words. I talked about feet and why peppermint, talked about skin care for their faces and how important is was to start young with a 3-step regime and common misconceptions about skin care…blah, blah blah. I educated them as to why TBS was different—our CV and explained each one and that we did parties and explained them. To keep chatter down, I said, “Did I mention we’re having a quiz?” LOL.

At the end I did quiz them, handing out tickets and all the girls really participated and had a lot of fun. I gave pods of TT mask and Aloe Restoring Mask, and a couple bags with foot scrub, lotion and a foot file in them. I had them do the “I feel luck; I think it’s me; woohoo!” thing with the tickets. It was a lot of fun.

I only did foot soak, scrub, and lotion and was done in about 45 mins. 

I told them that it was my pleasure to spend this time with them and that they shouldn’t feel obligated to order, but that I had catalogs and order forms available if they did want to order. I asked all the mothers individually to host a party. I had about $160 in sales (not a lot, but new customers & sales I wouldn’t have had otherwise) and 2 bookings and I was only gone from home for 1 ½ hrs total. I am excited because it gave me some new bookings in my local area! I’m definitely going to check with other girl scout troops in the area and try to set something like this up with them!

I have also done similar things through my local high school with the home-ec type teacher (I can’t remember what they call them now!) I love teaching girls how to take care of their skin and about our great company.
