Clothing Exchange/Facial Party - I've been to this type of party (minus the facial) and it was SO fun!  Everyone brought some clothes, shoes, purses, etc. that they no longer wear.  Everyone set their clothing out - we set it up with all the clothes in one area, shoes and accessories in another and then you all get to "shop" for "new" stuff!  Not only did everyone get rid of the stuff they no longer wear, but everyone got new free clothes!  And, it was great for the environment to keep recycling those clothes to each other.  You can then incorporate your NYR party facial into the party and voila!  It's turned into a fun day of free clothes shopping and facials!  (and then you collect the orders from everyone!)

Margaritaville Party - have a pinata filled with NYR sample tubes/pods and discount coupons, serve Mexican appetizers and margaritas...very easy and fun...who doesn't like pinatas and margaritas?!?!
60s, 70s or 80s (or other era) theme - give bonus Mystery Host tickets to everyone who wears a costume, make a mix cd as a party favor to put in with a sample tube of product, you can even offer a "special 80's flashback price" on a product of your choice - for example, you choose the Frankincense Rejuvenating Serum as your "80's flashback feature product" - offer the product at a "1980's price" (you make 25% off each product so you can offer a discount on that highlighted product at a discount of your choice...5% off, 10% off, etc.... your customers get a good deal, they get to try an amazing product that they may not have ordered if it weren't on special and you are still making money on it!).  
NYR Bingo - play NYR bingo by making your own playing boards and anyone who books a party gets to fill in the middle "free" space right away, then have random NYR product/company fact cards that you read off one by one, each guest then takes a corresponding playing piece for that fact card (you'll have to make these) and they place that fact card title wherever they want on the board, you place the fact cards in an NYR bag and after reading them all off (you'll have 25 of them - for 5 spaces across and 5 spaces down on the playing boards) you'll pull each fact card out one by one and announce the title of it, then the guests put a marker on the square where they put that title.  The first one to get a line across/up and down, etc. wins (or full card or whatever rules you're playing by - I suggest mixing it up each round to make it new and fun each time so you can play it a few times and give several guests the opportunity to win...if they don't win the first two are three rounds they may book a party so that they get that bonus square filled right away!).  You can decide what they win - a little sample bag/mini facial gift bag of samples is a nice prize that people see to really enjoy, you can also offer free shipping or 10%...whatever you feel comfortable with.
Couples Date Night Party - have your girlfriends bring their husbands and boyfriends and do facials and hand/foot treatments for everyone using both our regular NYR products as well as our new line of NYR Men's products - there's a lot of new men's products in the new catalog and guys like pampering too!  You could also play a game – Hilary Biggerstaff uses Battle of the Sexes and the losers give the winners a foot massage using one of our products (try one of the oils!).

Essential Oil Mixing Party – have a supply of our Almond Base Oil on hand as well as our scented essential oils and have your guests mix their own scented oils.  They can do just one essential oil in the base or do a combo of scents to make up a new scent.  You can also have them mix their own spritzers, show them how to mix the essential oils with whole milk and add to water for a bath, put some drops in a bowl of hot water and do a facial steam with a towel over your head…there’s so many uses for them, you can choose which ones you’d like to demonstrate. Don’t forget to mention their other uses (like lavender for burns and cuts, etc. – do a little research by reading the insert with the oils and the NYR books that explain their many uses). It’s up to you whether or not you want them to actually all do their own samples of if you just want to demonstrate – or choose a different participant for each example of how you can use our oils, that way everyone gets to participate, yet you’re not using up a lot of your product.  There are some instructions on the mixing ratios in the pamphlet that is in each essential oil box.  I love all of the different uses for our oils and love playing around with them!
