Write down at least three names for each letter as you go through the list together. This will give you 18 names. On average, one of three contacts will schedule a party, so this should result in 6 parties scheduled!

F – Friends
R – Relatives

A – Associates/Acquaintances

N – Neighbors (past and present)

K – Kids/pets (people you know through yours) 

S – Spouse (coworkers, extra curricular)

Prioritize your FRANKS list using A, B, C. 

A=People who will definitely host a party – call them 1st
B=People who will probably host a party
C=People who will possibly host a party
Put a * next to 5 that you would love to have join your team and/or would like to supplement their income. Tell them about it and why they came to your mind.
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My goal is to have this out to you on the 1st of every month. It will have team recognition, company updates and a training piece.


Our team recognition will start in October because we didn’t have much of a chance to get parties held and orders month, but that will change for October!  Please make sure you list on the website your party dates. It helps the company with tracking and me to see who has what when.


Don’t forget to track your Success Start dates; I think the best deal is the 90 days to make an extra $400 cash when you add to your own team. Ask me!

None of us want to fail at this business. But for a least the first while, before the ball gets rolling it means some extra effort. It is recommended that you hold 6 parties in your 1st 30 days.  This is your training period. By holding these 6 parties you will get comfortable with the product and the wording in the script, you will book more parties from those you hold and will become confident and best of all you will pay off your kit and make some money. We average making about $100 at every party we do. Now this may not be the level you want to work at through your NYR organic career but it is recommended to at least start out this way.


How are you going to do this? You gotta get on the phone, you gotta talk to people. And don’t get discouraged. For every 5 you ask 1 will say yes – that goes for booking parties or recruiting. If you have never done a FRANKS list or it has been a while I recommend you try it.
